Course Summary:

Daily work, Quizzes, and Homework
Students have as many days as they were absent to complete an assignment. If an assignment was due the day you were absent, it is due the next day you are in class. 
Resubmission
Mastery is not linear, and learning from mistakes or misconceptions is critical to growing in your cognitive ability. You are allowed to revise and resubmit your work on any daily assignment to demonstrate improved mastery after your first submission. Resubmissions are subject to the following rules:
· You may not resubmit an assignment for which you did not make an initial submission

· Resubmissions must be accompanied by a short write-up describing changes made. This supports you in being intentional about your resubmission, and supports the grader by making improvements clear.

· You may submit a maximum of one regrade request each week.

· You must use the regrade request form located on SCHOOLOGY and my website in order for your new submission to be regraded.

· All resubmissions must be made no later than the end of each 6-weeks.

· Any assignment that has been found to involve academic dishonesty may not be resubmitted.

Late policy:
· For any and all assignments, if you could use a 48 hour extension, it will be granted - no questions asked. However, if those two days are not sufficient for you to complete the assignment, you are required to contact the instructor to discuss a plan for completing the assignment. We will work together to make sure the plan is both reasonable and effective so it supports both your learning and your health.

· For work submitted past the 48 hour window, without contacting the instructor, the following policy will apply:

· If you have not previously contacted the instructor, you may not resubmit work that was submitted after the 48 hour grace period (in other words: you will only get one attempt at that assignment).

· A 10% penalty will be applied. I will accept work through the end of the 6-weeks -- I hate giving zeros - please turn in your work, even if it is super late! 
Grading for Resubmissions/Late Work
· All resubmissions/late work will be graded no later than Wednesday.  (If you turn something in late on Thurs., it could take up until the next week to be entered into the grading system).
