MATH MODELS: GOALS/OBJECTIVES

All students should have completed Algebra-I prior to enrolling in Math Models.  An important aspect of the Math Models course is that it serves as a review for EOC Algebra-I exam for math.  

The Course: 

 Math models is a review of all the elements of Algebra I in preparation for the Algebra I EOC. After spring break, we will begin to incorporate financial math into the class and cover topics such as wages, taxes, living expenses, and consumer spending. 

Assignments

Students are expected to complete work in class and actively participate in class discussions. Participation counts as 20% of the six weeks grade.
