 World History Expectations and Class Overview

In my class we will cover in depth ideas of World History. The purpose of my class is to prepare you the student for rigorous work that prepares you to tackle college style work as well as enlighten you on the different aspects of culture, religion, economy, and government in the various regions of the world.


We will do various projects, class activities, written reports, and book readings each 6-weeks. These are intended to prepare each student to work with others, as well as individual projects that all have a focus of preparing the student for life after high school. This class is very demanding and the expectations are very high on the students. Students will be expected to complete multiple assignments using higher knowledge skills.  I expect more and will maintain these standards and the interigrtiy of the class.   


 World History is a class that will provide you the student with a sampling of how other parts of the world are at work. We will often compare and contrast other parts of the world to our very own.  There are many requirements that one must accomplish to achieve this standard. Each 6-weeks we will explore numerous civilizations where the student will be expected to do outside readings, write papers, and create projects. In class we will hold discussions, take plenty of notes, and develop an understanding of world history.  

Students are accountable for their own work; it is their responsibility to complete the assignments. Incomplete work or activities will be counted against you. It is your responsibility to acquire any make-up work, or missing assignments do to absences. Assignments that are not turned in on time will not be accepted; they will count against your grade. Late work will not be accepted either, turn in the work when it is due. If you have low grades there is a reason, I live by the philosophy, “I do not give grades, you earn them”. As a parent, if your child is not doing well in my class call me and we will discuss why and come up with a plan to help your child. That is what I am here for.
       This class will challenge you and push you to an educational level that most of you have not been working at but have the capability of achieving. The 1st and 2nd 6-weeks for most are the toughest, getting acclimated to the work, and the expectations of using higher level thinking skills.   Your learning is not just simple regurgitation, it is more about application, How can I analyze information, how can I apply information to society.  

Key Concepts:

Culture: “A Way of Life” Every society that we discuss; we will explore their culture and find out how it came about. We will learn about the inner development of the lives of the people around the world.

Religion: The beliefs that different people have. We will discuss various areas from the Bible to the Koran, to the teachings of Muhammad “eye for an eye”. We will learn about the basics of each of the religions; Location in the world, number of followers, main people, what the main concept is, why people feel it is important, and how does each religion affect another religion. 

Government: How a society is governed. We will explore various types of governments and how they have been established in the world. Dictatorships, Monarchies, Democracies, Republics, and Councils. We will compare and contrast the various aspects that make each of the governments work in the world.

Economy: How the world has developed a system that provides goods or services to one another either by trade or by purchasing. We will discuss Trade systems, Bartering, Supply and demand, and Money. The world depends on economic growth; we will look deep into various aspects economics around the world.
