Mrs. Hawkins CLASSROOM RULES 
The following rules are necessary to insure a good learning environment for all students and are used in addition to the policies outlined in the student handbook.

1. Class begins when the tardy bell rings.  You will be counted as tardy if you are not seated when the bell rings. Class does not end until the bell rings at the end of the class period. Be in your seat until the bell rings.
2. Always come prepared.  Some supplies can be barrowed from the teacher.  You will not be allowed to return to your locker for forgotten materials or homework once the bell has rung.

3. Students will have 30 points deducted the first day for late work, and 10 points per day after.  After 5 days, it will not be accepted.
4. You are responsible for getting your assignments for the days you are absent!  

5. Unnecessary talking is disruptive to the entire class.  When I am talking, you should give me your undivided attention.  I desire your participation in class discussions, but please raise your hand and wait patiently to be called upon.  

6. It is disruptive to get out of your seat during a lesson, wait to sharpen pencil, throw things in trash ect. until after the teacher is through teaching the lesson.  These actions take time away from the lesson as well as distract other students.
7. You may not eat or drink in class with the exception of a clear water bottle.  
8. Be courteous and respectful to all students, faculty and personnel.  Rudeness and disrespect will not be tolerated!

9. Clean up after yourself in the classroom. 

10.  All rules covered in the IPHS Handbook will be followed.

15 minute Rule:
· The first and last 15 minutes of class students will not be allowed to leave class for any reason.
STUDENT EXPECTATIONS:
1. Keep up with your assignments.  Write down assignments and the due date. 
2. Pay attention in class.  Examples will be provided.  Pay attention to the lecture and record extra details.  

3. Participate in class.  Active learners do better than passive learners. Get involved in the discussions and activities.  

4. Do not wait until the end of the six weeks to get help!  Please do not expect me to work miracles the last week of the six weeks.  I will keep you advised of your average as often as possible.  Come see me as soon as you notice a decline in your grade.  I am always available to give you extra help!
