Assignments: 

Students will typically be given 1 homework assignment per week. Students must have their assignment submitted by the end of the day on the due date. If I am not in my classroom, you can slide your paper underneath my door or put it in my mail box in the front office.
Homework Late Policy (Midweek Make-up):

1 day late = max grade of 95

2 days late = max grade of 90

3 days late = max grade of 85

4 days late or Midweek Make-up = max grade of 80

If I consider any grade “missing”, it will be graded as a 0 in Skyward. If you have 2 or more zeros at any time, you will be referred to Midweek Make-up. More information on this is stapled to the syllabus.

Quizzes: 
Students will have weekly quizzes. Study guides and quiz dates will be in Schoology.
Testing:

Students will test at the end of each unit. Students will have the opportunity to make test corrections for half the missed points. For example, if you make an 80 on a test, you can redo the questions you missed to earn an extra 10 points for a 90 on that test. Corrections will be due at the beginning of class exactly 3 school days after the test is handed back (Handed back Monday = corrections due Thursday, for example).
Attendance

Attendance is a NECESSITY! Missing even one day can put a student behind. Please be in class every day and be on time. Please see the tardy policy in the student handbook. Students who must miss class due to an extracurricular activity, such as sports or UIL, must see me outside of regular class time to make up any missed work.
